Independence Matters Guidance published 


As a sector, we often talk about the vital role that our ‘independence’ gives us as organisations.  Our ability and right to lobby and campaign on behalf of our members, service users and communities is often what feeds the passion within our organisations and groups and ultimately drives change.  Nationally however, the role of lobbying and campaigning whilst delivering on behalf of funders has often been the cause of organisational dilemmas and conflict with funders.  The new publication ‘Independence Matters’ is the latest guidance to be issued from Compact and in a very accessible way, highlights how the sector’s independence is vital to all, whilst demonstrating various scenarios in which that independence is potentially threatened.  The guidance suggests how a ‘Compact way of working’ can resolve each dilemma.

Parts of the guidance focus heavily upon financial uncertainty and financial planning between funders and voluntary and community organisations, funding which, in the current financial environment, is extremely relevant.  The guidance is a very simple read and we would be very interested in the views of Compact Champions within the voluntary and community organisations and statutory partner organisations as to how useful and practical you find this guidance.

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Equality Bill links to the Compact
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The Equality Bill has now begun its passage through the Houses of Parliament.  This legislation aims to harmonise various existing pieces of equality legislation into one simplified legal framework for equality.  It will also includes some new “specific duties” for the public sector, which are now out for consultation, and include some elements which link to the Compact – the inclusion of equality criteria in procurement processes, and the need to involve equality groups in decision-making, for example.
