They also give voice to your views on the Compact to both local and national government.  
Get involved by joining the Local Compact Voice Forum, which represents and supports voluntary sector organisations that want to use their Local Compact.  The network enables members to draw on knowledge, experience and problem solving and to influence national policy on issues that affect local relationships.

Sir Bert Massie awarded by British Polio Fellowship

Sir Bert Massie CBE, Commissioner for the Compact, has been awarded the British Polio Fellowship's award as the 'Outstanding Person with Polio over the last 70 Years'.

Sir Bert has been nominated for his outstanding contribution in campaigning for the rights and needs of disabled people, which included his term of office at RADAR and as Chairman of the Disability Rights Commission.
European Compact  

Fifteen European voluntary sector umbrella organisations have come together for the first time to discuss a range of issues affecting voluntary organisations across the European Union. 

 

Led by the National Council for Voluntary Organisations (NCVO), organisations from Austria, Cyprus, Estonia, Germany, Hungary, Latvia, Lithuania, Malta, Northern Ireland, Poland, Portugal, Romania, Scotland and Slovenia are represented. 

 

The new grouping called the European Network of National Associations (ENNA) will share experiences of how the recession is affecting voluntary organisations and how they can develop support for them. 

 

The main focus of this discussion will be the development of a European Charter. This would act like the English Compact and ensure that all voluntary sector bodies have a relationship with the European Union and have the same recognition as they would do at home. A European Charter would result in change for those involved in administering or receiving European Structural Funding. The Commission for the Compact’s recent research in this area found that there are some problems in Compact implementation with these funds.

 

ENNA will focus on taking steps to ensure that voluntary organisations are heard in the EU and will also share good practice on capacity-building for the sector.
