Compact Voice and funding cuts

Compact Voice want to hear the details of any cuts you are experiencing or anticipating this financial year.  Were you warned or consulted?  Will you have to make changes to how you operate because of recent or proposed cuts?

They know that charities are facing a period of substantial cuts to local funding, but they’re concerned that these might be happening in a non-Compact compliant way.  Cuts have been announced for funding for Regional Development Agencies, Working Neighbourhood Funds and Future Jobs Fund, which will have a real impact on voluntary organisations and communities.
Compact Voice are concerned that the Government’s recent announcements of significant spending cuts have led to local programmes being abandoned, delayed payments to voluntary groups, and have taken place without prior discussion. They have written to key Ministers, non-Departmental public bodies and other agencies to ask for assurances that they will carry out any cuts or reviews of funding in a Compact-compliant manner.
