Victim and Witness Support Officer – new role

On 1st April 2010 the new Victim and Witness Support officer role at Nuneaton and Bedworth Borough Council commenced and there is now, thanks to additional funding, the role is being launched and promoted again.

The main objectives of the role are to deliver a more focused and intensive package of services and advice in the areas where perception of anti-social behaviour (ASB) are highest, with the intention of providing victims and witnesses of ASB a variety of different types of support and practical assistance.

Working with partners and other agencies such as Warwickshire Police, Warwickshire Fire and Rescue, Victim Support, Housing Officers and Warwickshire County Council Community safety officers, the intention is to raise and develop victim awareness, promote the needs of ASB victims and witnesses, and co- ordinate local services to ensure support and information is provided to all those who need and want it.  This service is available to all residents of the Borough not just Council tenants, and there are a number of groups, minority and ethnic who may not be aware that the service is available, and we want to promote it to as many people as possible.  We are limited in the type of assistance that we can provide in some respects due to lack of funding, however we will endeavour to do as much as is feasible with the resources that we do have.
